The Academy of Pharmaceutical Sciences of South Africa Award for “Outstanding Achievements in Community Service and Development in Pharmacy”.

MOTIVATION AND CRITERIA FOR AWARD

The core activities of academics in pharmacy are teaching, research and community service/development. The Academy currently recognizes excellence in teaching and research but not the latter.  The Academy of Pharmaceutical Sciences of South Africa would therefore like to recognize those academics who have achieved excellence in the upliftment or development of sections of the wider community through the application by the academic of his/her discipline viz. Pharmacy. Examples of Community Service and Development may include amongst others:
· Community-based engagements/activities or community development undertakings linked to practice components of the B.Pharm programme;
· Training and educational engagements within communities that may have a financial benefit for a school, and University  but not exclusively for any individual;

· Considerable engagement of staff members, with or without students, in activities related to community-based research, development, programme design or evaluation, and social responsiveness and
· Unremunerated services that enhance the scholarly reputation of the Pharmacy School and University, such as reviewing of books, journals and research proposals.  

SUBMISSION CRITERIA
· This competition is open to Academy members only. Please include membership number with submission.
· Participants must be using the discipline of Pharmacy to engage in community service and development.

· Participants are requested to submit a covering letter motivating why they should be considered for the award. The letter should describe the benefits to the community and to their Pharmacy School and  University, how these activities relate to his/her academic discipline, and how they may be regarded as innovative, original, or creative (if applicable)

· Participants are also required to submit a portfolio with any material that would provide evidence of excellence in community service and development i.e. reports, publications, training material/records of short courses developed, letters of commendation from community leaders/experts in the community, end user evaluations, etc.  The finalists may be asked to present themselves for an interview with / presentation to the judging panel.

· Prior winners may not resubmit within a three year cycle.

· The decision of the judges is final.
· DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION is 15 May 2011. · The winner will be notified of the application outcome by 30 June 2011 and will be expected to deliver a podium presentation at the 2011 annual conference of the Academy of Pharmaceutical Sciences. The winner will also be invited to submit a short report of 800 words (either one table or figure and not more than 5 references may also be included in the report) for publication in the South African Pharmaceutical Journal.
